The 2006 season ushers in a new era of University of
North Dakota Fighting Sioux volleyball with the entrance
of new head coach Kerty Peterson. She enters her new
post with many things to be optimistic about. With 10
returners from a team that went 13-15 in 2005 and near-
ly made the NCAA regional tournament, as well as the
addition of six new players fo the roster, 2006 looks to be
a very promising year for the new coach.

The 2006 Sioux return five of their six starfers from
last season as well as their primary libero. This type of
experience, along with the excitement and depth that their
new players bring to the table, will truly help this season’s
team in their pursuit of a place in the 2006 NCAA region-
al tournament, and possibly their first North Central
Conference fitle.

Peterson is also very excited about taking over a
program whose home court is the incredible Betty
Engelstad Sioux Center, one of the finest volleyball facili-
ties in the country at any NCAA level.

Following is a look at the 2006 Fighting Sioux ros-
ter by year:

Seniors

The 2006 Fighting Sioux volleyball team will be led
by four very talented and experienced seniors: Aileen
Cahill (Blue Earth, Minn.), Nicole Delahanty (Apple
Valley, Minn.), Heidi Evans (Roseau, Minn.), and
Kristina Kazociuniene (Alytus, Lithuania).

After earning All-NCC Honorable Mention honors
last season, Cahill, a 6-0 outside and right side hitter, will
be looked to a great deal by coach Peterson fo guide the

team towards their season goals. She has led the team in
kills the last two seasons, averaging 3.27 kills per game.
Cahill only needs 189 kills during her senior season to join
the school’s elite 1,000 career kills club.

Delahanty is a 5-9 libero and defensive specialist
who was the top Sioux defender last season, averaging
3.91 digs per game. Her 403 digs in 2005 ranked 10th all-
time for most digs in a single season by a Fighting Sioux
player. Along with her defense, Delahanty will be relied
on heavily again for her passing and ball control.

Returning af the right side position, but who may
see some time on the left side is Evans, a very athletic

player who will bring a lot of energy and leadership to the
floor. Evans, 5-9 and also a member of the Fighting Sioux
track and field team, was second on the team in defensive
digs behind Delahanty, and thus will provide Peterson
with a great option in both the front and back rows.

Kazociuniene, 6-1, returns to UND in her final sea-
son as a potential starter at the outside hitter position.
Kazociuniene has been among the Fighting Sioux's most
consistent hitters, racking up a 3.08 kills per game aver-
age while hitting an impressive .254 attack percentage.
Unfortunately, she has suffered two season-ending knee
injuries the last two seasons. She has been working hard
in rehabilitation during the off-season to prepare for her
senior season.

Juniors

A first team All-North Central Conference selection
last season, Tara Holmen (Berthold, N.D.) tops a small
group of gifted juniors that also includes Kendyll
Jones (Plymouth, Minn.) and newcomer Mary Blume
(Wheaton, Minn.).

For the second season in a row, Holmen, a 6-1 mid-
dle hitter, was one of the top blockers in the NCC as well
as the Fighting Sioux leader in attack percentage, hitting
.276 on 320 kills. She will attempt to continue to be a force
at the net in the NCC as UND's most experienced middle.

Like Kazociuniene, outside hitter Jones, 5-10, suf-
fered a season-ending knee injury in 2005 and thus has
been working very hard to get healthy for the 2006 sea-
son. Jones finished third on the team in kills with 232 kills
last season, averaging 2.70 kills per game. She is a high-
ly explosive player who has the ability to terminate the
ball against opponents.

A newcomer fo the Fighting Sioux roster in 2006, the
6-1 Blume comes to UND from long-time rival and now
NCAA Division | program North Dakota State University.
She will bring amazing athleticism and although mainly a
middle hitter, Blume can play almost any position, as well
as being a force at the net defensively.

The excting sophomore class for 2006 Fighting
Sioux volleyball includes their returning starting setter,
Allison Louwagie (Marshall, Minn.) and one of the
Sioux's top defensive specialists, Lindsay Vortherms
(Windom, Minn.).

Louwagie, 5-9, made her presence known in 2005
when she registered 1,198 set assists, which is the most
ever by a true freshman in Fighting Sioux volleyball histo-
ry. Her 11.09 assists per game ranked fourth in the NCCin
2005. She also led the team in service aces and was one of
the team's top five dig leaders.

Peterson will look heavily upon the 5-8 Vortherms to
be one of the Fighting Sioux's top defenders at both the
defensive specialist and libero positions. Her 259 digs and
2.49 digs per game average were good enough to place
Vortherms fourth on the team last season.

Redshirt Freshmen

Ashley Holmen (Berthold, N.D.) and Kristin
Hoy (Harwood, N.D.) were both members of UND
volleyball team during the 2005 season, but redshirted
last season.

The 6-0 Holmen will provide intensity and hard
work, as well as depth at the outside hitter position for the
Sioux.

Hoy, 5-9, returns as a very athletic and strong right
side hitter option. She will be one of only two left-handed

Katy Peterson is in her first season as the head coach of the University of North Dakota Fighting Sioux volleyball program. Hired on March 20, 2006, Peterson
became the ninth head coach in the program’s 30-year history (1976-2006).

Peterson comes to UND from Minnesota State University-Moorhead, where she served as the fop assistant coach for the past three seasons (2003-05) and
helped guide the Dragons to a 65-27 (.706) record during that time, including an NCAA postseason berth in 2005. The Dragons were ranked in the American
Volleyball Coaches Association (AVCA) Top 25 poll in each of the last two seasons.

While at MSU-Moorhead, Peterson helped coach five All-Northern Sun Intercollegiate Conference selections, one NSIC Freshman Player of the Year, one All-
North Central Region selection and the program's first-ever AVCA honorable mention All-American. She also served as MSUM interim head coach during the 2003
spring season as well as during the first five weeks of the 2004 regular season.

Peterson's off-court duties included overseeing the recruiting program, strength and conditioning and team travel.

Her coaching experience started in 2001, when she served as an assistant coach at Concordia College in Moorhead. She also has extensive experience work-
ing with Midwest Elite summer volleyball camps and the Junior Olympic program.

A four-year starter at Augustana College in Sioux Falls, S.D., Peterson was part of three North Central Conference championship and NCAA Division I
Regional playoff teams (1997, 1999, 2000) and captained the Vikings to a NCAA Division Il runner-up finish as a senior in 2000.

Peterson, who played in 425 games in an Augustana uniform, sits on several of the Vikings all-time career lists, including fourth on the all-time digs list with
1,450; fifth in attack attempts with 3,233; and ninth on the all-time kills list with 1,154. She also finished her collegiate career with 209 total blocks, 115 service
aces while also registering an impressive .227 career attack percentage (1,154 kills - 419 attack errors - 3,233 attack attempts).

An All-North Central Region and All-North Central Conference player in 2000, Peterson was also named to the Augustana Dean’s List in each of her four
years of school. Upon graduating from Augustana, she was the recipient of an NCAA Postgraduate Scholarship.

A native of Moorhead, Minn., Peterson graduated from Moorhead High School in 1997 before moving on to receive her bachelor’s degree in exercise science
from Augustana in 2001. She received her master’s degree in edu-
cation leadership from the University of North Dakota in August of
2005. While working towards her master’s degree, Peterson served
as a graduate assistant with the Student Organization Center while
also serving as the resident director for Kappa Alpha Theta sorority.

In addition to her duties as the head volleyball coach for the
Fighting Sioux, Peterson also teaches some courses in the Physical
Education and Exercise Science (PEXS) department for the
university.

Her coaching career began as an assistant coach af Minnesota State University-
Moorhead during the 2002 season, helping lead the Dragons to a 9-19 overall record.

From MSUM, Peterson landed at Texas A&M University-Kingsville in 2003 as head
coach Jane Kieschnick’s top assistant coach for one season.

Prior to leading Valley City State as head coach, Peterson spent the 2004 season at
NCAA Division Il national powerhouse, the University of North Alabama in Florence,
Alabama. There she helped lead the defending National Champions UNA Lions to a 24-
7 overall record and a Gulf South Conference Championship, as well as a bid to the NCAA
Division Il South Central Regional tournament. While at North Alabama, Peterson
helped coach four All-Gulf South Conference East selections, one GSCE Player of the Year,
four All-South Central Region selections and the program's second AVCA honorable
mention All-American.

Peterson played her stellar collegiate volleyball career as the starting setter for
Augustana College in Sioux Falls, S.D., from 1997-2001. She was part of three North
Central Conference championship and NCAA Division |1 Regional playoff teams (1997,
1999, 2000) as well as leading the Vikings to a NCAA Division Il runner-up finish as a
junior in 2000.

She earned North Central Conference Freshman of the Year honors in 1998, as well
as first team All-NCC honors in both 2000 and 2001. She was twice named an AVCA and
Daktronics Division Il All-American, including being honored with the 2000 Division Il
National Player of the Year award.

Peterson currently sits first on the Augustana all-time digs list with 1,563, and sec-
ond on the all-time set assists list with 5,797.

A native of Moorhead, Minn., Peterson graduated from Moorhead High School in
1997 before moving on to receive her bachelor's degree from Augustana in 2002.

2005 Season Review/Nofes . . .

e The Fighting Sioux finished the 2005 season with a 13-15 overall record and a 4-8 record in the always tough North Central
Conference, placing fifth in the conference.

* The season marked the end of an era with head coach Maria Bruggeman stepping down following the season. She fin-
ished her eight-year Fighting Sioux coaching career as the second-winningest coach in the program'’s 30-year history.

* Junior libero Nicole Delahanty finished the season with 403 digs, ranking her 10th all-time for most digs in a single
season. She only needs 78 digs during her senior season to break the 1,000 digs plateau, and only 165 digs to move into the
top 10 all-time, passing Jamie Skadeland (2000-04) who sits at 10th with 1,086 digs.

« Freshman setter Allison Louwagie's 1,198 set assists is the most registered in a single season by a true freshman in
Fighting Sioux volleyball history, as well as placing her eighth all-time for set assists in a career.

« Although sophomore middle hitter Tara Holmen finished second on the team for total blocks behind freshman middle
hitter Shelly Francis (118 blocks to Holmen's 108 blocks), she was able to surpass the 100 block mark for the second sea-
son in a row, making her the first Sioux player to accomplish that feat since Maria (Qistad) Bruggeman did it in
1992 (105 blocks) and 1993 (126 blocks). Holmen also moved into ninth place on the all-time list for block assists with 228.

* Holmen was also selected to the 2005 All-North Central Conference First Team, after being named honorable mention All-NCC
in 2004. Junior outside hitter Aileen Cahill received honorable mention All-NCC recognition for the 2005 season.

* Three Fighting Sioux players were named North Central Conference Player/Setter of the Week during the 2005 season...Cahill
(Player of the Week - Sept. 6), junior outside hitter Kristina Kazociuniene (Player of the Week - Sept. 19), and redshirt
freshman setter/defensive specialist Laura Stirling (Setter of the Week - Oct. 10).

e Cahill was also named to the 2005 Academic All-NCC First Team as well as the CoSIDA Academic All-America District VII College
Division third feam.
